Several weeks ago I saw a 
clip on television about a 
woman finishing a distance 
race.  As she approached to 
approximately fifty yards 
within the finish line, her leg 
gave out and she fell on the 
track.

Other racers started passing 
her as they charged to the 
finish line.  The woman arose 
and stumbled seven or eight 
times before she finally fell 
across the finish line.  It was 
an extraordinary effort.  
While her coach or father 
(whoever it was) picked her 
up from the track all the peo-
ple around her began to ap-
plaud her amazing determina-
tion. 

The word determination ac-
cording to Webster means “to 
resolve, to settle or decide, to 
fix conclusively.”  This 
woman must have settled in 
advance that she was going to 
finish what she started be-
cause even when she was half 
delirious with pain she kept 
moving toward the goal.  

What a picture of determina-
tion!  But in all history there 
is no picture like that of Jesus 
Christ in offering Himself as 
the payment for our sins.  
Luke 9:51 says of Jesus, “. . 
.when the time was come that 
he should be received up, he 
steadfastly set his fact to go 
to Jerusalem.”  (Luke 9:51).
